Interested parties may obtain an application 

from our school website or Office Manager.                     

An application will not be considered valid 

unless all sections are completed and it has 

been signed by the Principal.  For security   

reasons, a background and sex offender check 

will be done.  Fingerprints may also be        

requested. Applications must be renewed each 

school year. 

STUDENT PARKING 
Permits are $15 cash only. Student  parking is 

for SENIORS only and they must be in good 

academic standing with 2.5 GPA, no atten-

dance or behavior  issues.  Senior status is de-

termined by credits not years.  You must bring 

a copy of your California Drivers License, in-

surance card and registration all on one page. 

Check your CKM Handbook for rules and 

parking policies. Students could be citied or 

towed for parking on campus without a valid 

CKM parking  permit.  There are only 106 

parking permits/spaces for sale. 

LOCKER RENTAL 

Locker rental is $10 and will be available    

during schedule pick up. Tables for locker  

rental will be set up in each locker area, go to 

the table in the area where you would like to 

have your locker. If you reserved the locker 

you used last school year go to the table in 

Fountain Hallway.  The cost of the locker 

rental is non-refundable after September 30th.
